Playing Time Policy

It is the responsibility of our coaching staff to place the players who play the best on the field for team success based upon the actions of the players.  It is the responsibility of each individual player to earn playing time based upon the criteria listed below:

Production

We expect our players to produce in games. Varsity Players are evaluated on film after every workout.
Attitude


We expect our players to be coachable.


Effort
Our coaching staff expects our players to give the best effort they can possibly give at every practice and game. 

Not every player can be a starter in our football program, but as a TEAM, every player plays an important role in our football program.

Lettering Policy

In order for a player to letter on the Varsity, he must complete the following requirements:

1. Participate in 3 Varsity Games 
2. To complete the season as a member of Charger football program.
3. To pass all classes at the 6-weeks.

Each player who fails a class will have the potential to earn that letter back,

but that will be determined by the head coach and each situation will be handled on an individual basis.
4. Under special circumstances, the head coach has final say in regards to the lettering policy.
ACADEMICS
Academics:
1. All freshman athletes will be able to attend afternoon tutorials.
2. UIL grade checks are back to being every 6 weeks..
3. According to UIL and TEA rules, each player must have the following number of credits to be eligible to play the first 6 weeks of the school year:

1st year in high school = promotion from lower grade

2nd year of high school = 5 credits which count toward state graduation requirements

3rd year of high school = 10 credits which count toward state graduation requirements
4th year of high school = 15 credits which count toward state graduation requirements

   POLICY

Travel Policy
1. All players must travel with the team via school transportation both to and away from games.

2. If there are unusual circumstances involved, you must fill out a release form ahead of time in order for your son to travel home with you.
3. Players may only be released to parents/legal guardians if an official form is used due to an emergency.

4. Parents/legal guardians must sign out their son with the head coach of his team.

5. For out of town (playoffs) travel, student-athletes will receive an itinerary that will need a parent signature.
